Coordinator’s Report_________________
It truly has been a busy and successful year for Garrard County’s Solid Waste program! Never before in the history of the county has so much been accomplished in the areas of recycling, illegal dump remediation, beautification, and community education—all made possible thanks to over $130,000 in grant funding.
2008 saw the beginning of curbside recycling in the City of Lancaster and the establishment of a permanent recycling collection point at the Garrard County Fairgrounds. Both programs are off to an incredibly successful start with over 100 homes participating in curbside recycling and countless users of the permanent collection point. It is the goal of the Solid Waste Department to build on this success by expanding curbside recycling service to the entire city by Spring and establishing a permanent recycling collection point in Paint Lick. 

Numerous illegal dumps were remediated in 2008 and the Litter Crew picked up more miles of roadway than in any previous year. These cleanups, along with the assistance of so many volunteers on the Beautify Garrard County Campaign, are proof of this community’s dedication to preserving the environment for future generations. The Solid Waste Department will continue these clean-up efforts in 2009 and plans are already in the making for an even larger Beautification Campaign.
None of the successes in 2008 would have been possible without the excellent personnel in the Solid Waste Department. Without the hard work and determination of Mike Davis, Larry Holman, James Davidson, and Charlie Day, there would likely be few accomplishments to report. The Garrard County Solid Waste Committee is also to be commended for its assistance with clean-ups, Free Dump Days, and the Beautify Garrard County Campaign. Solid Waste Committee members Becky Hacker, Harlan Bratton, Deborah Messenger, Dorothy DeLong, Karla Sefcak, Smitty Oliver, Chester Satterfield, and Jerry Domidion all gave much time and effort in 2008 and their work is greatly appreciated.

Recycling___________________________________
Section 1: Overview

All recyclable materials saw a substantial increase in 2008 over the previous year with the exception of cardboard, which was down slightly. Scrap tin and steel, as well as non-ferrous metals accounted for a large portion of the overall increase, though all household recyclables such as plastic and aluminum cans saw increases ranging between 28 and 189 percent. Overall recycling for all materials handled by the Solid Waste Department increased by 23 percent. Revenue from the sale of recyclable materials increased 82 percent thanks in large part to the increase in recycling and the high prices of metal and other recyclable materials for much of 2008.

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Litter Abatement_____________________________

Section 1: Overview

The Litter Clean-up program logged a large increase in the number of miles picked up in 2008 and more than doubled the number of bags of trash collected alongside the county’s roads. The Litter Crew also picked up numerous other items including tires, furniture, appliances, and demolition debris. 
The Anti-Litter/Beautify Garrard County Campaign also touched hundreds of residents at various community events in 2008. Solid Waste Management, in partnership with the Solid Waste Committee and The Earth Angels and Community Hearth (T.E.A.C.H.), handed out literature and anti-litter giveaways at the Garrard County Fair, the Rural Heritage Festival, and the Earth Day Festival. The annual Beautify Garrard County “Party on the Square” drew an estimated 1,200 people, the largest crowd at the event to date. Solid Waste Management also made several school presentations on anti-litter in 2008.

Illegal Dump Remediation_____________________

Section 1: Overview

Three major dumpsites were abated in 2008, with one new dump identified. One previously identified dumpsite is awaiting clean-up pending the award of grant funds from the Kentucky Division of Waste Management due to its size and location. The Solid Waste Department has requested reimbursement for 75 percent of the costs incurred from cleaning two of three dumpsites abated in 2008. The dumpsite cleaned at Fischer Ford Road was abated using contract labor paid for by an Illegal Dump Grant from the Kentucky Division of Waste Management awarded in early 2008. The Fischer Ford Road Dumpsite had been pending clean-up since 2002.

Section 1: Overview
