Summary Report 2007


The attached information consists of a breakdown of the types of calls EMS personnel responded to in the 2007 calendar year.  Sectors of the county patients were picked up in and hospital drop-off locations are included as well. A chart showing the nature of the calls and a vehicle mileage summary for each ambulance is provided.


In 2007, EMS crews averaged 7.26 calls per 24-hour shift.  On numerous occasions during the past year, three ambulances were out on calls simultaneously.  This occurred almost every week and many times four ambulances were on calls at the same time.  Off duty, standby, salaried employees, and volunteer personnel came in to man the station and take runs if needed.  On three occasions all five ambulances were in service simultaneously and once where mutual aid was requested to transport a patient.


Included in the attached graphs is a bar graph showing the number of ALS (Paramedic skills required) calls and BLS (EMT only) calls.  The enclosed stats reflect that Garrard County EMS responded to 2,650 calls for assistance in 2007.
